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A few reminders as we begin a new 

school year:

[image: image4.wmf]Please remember the importance of your child’s attendance in school.  Being here everyday and on time is necessary for learning.  A separate flyer is enclosed regarding the attendance policy.

Tennis shoes are required on gym days.  Please remember that this is a school environment.  Half shirts are not permitted; stomachs must be covered.  Flip-flop type sandals and shoes with any type of higher or hard heel are discouraged due to the difficulty going up and down steps, playing on the playground, and moving around the classroom.  They may be stylish, but we have seen many unnecessary accidents occur due to the type of shoe a child is wearing.
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No snacks will be permitted at breakfast or lunch unless an adult packed them in the child’s lunchbox.  Some parents aren’t aware that their child stops by a local store on his or her way to school, or brings a snack from home that was not given to them by an adult at home.  If your child brings a snack or drink without a packed lunch, the cafeteria staff will give the snack back to the classroom teacher to be placed in the child’s book bag to bring home.  Please remind your children of this rule.
