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Title I Parent Involvement Policy

Fairless Intermediate School maintains the belief that student academic success significantly improves when parents are actively and continuously engaged in the educational process.

Article I 

Fairless Intermediate School is dedicated to involving parents in the development of the building’s Title I planning. Parents will also be integral in school reviews and school improvement procedures.

· Four building wide meetings embedded into the quarterly Principal’s Coffee will be held to provide Title I parents the opportunity for input into the planning, implementation, and evaluation of the Title I program. 

Article II 
The Woodland Hills School District will provide technical assistance and support to its Title I schools in planning and implementing effective parent involvement activities. The district will:

· Assist Title I schools in identifying clear and measurable goals for parent involvement.

· Actively support staff and promote efforts that increase the level and quality of parent involvement.

· Provide parents and staff information, materials and training on required and effective parent involvement policies and practices.

Article III

Article IV
