area school districts be combined to
create one integrated district.

On April 28, 1981, the officia court
order came into effect for the school
tomerge. When the district was cre-
ated it had roughly 9,100 students.

Graduating class sizes shrink

Over the years, Pittsburgh has seen
school sizes vary throughout the
years. During the 1960s, people
were attracted towards city schools,
making class sizes well over 500
students. As schools became even
more populated, parents moved
their sons and daughters to the rural
areas, which made them quickly be-
came suburban areas of the city,
making schools such as Turtle
Creek, Swissvale, General Brad-
dock, Churchill, Edgewood com-
mon small schools. As Woodland
Hills School District was born, it
was home to five high schools that
had to become three.

Woodland Hills Senior High
School had three separate commu-
nity high schools from 1982 to
1987, located in Swissvale, Chur-
chill and Turtle Creek. These three
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high schools merged into one
building in 1987. The graduating
class sizes in these schools varied
in many sizes. In the class of
1982, Churchill High School had
a graduating size of 388 students

As the 1980 s came, the districts
sizes became to become smaller, but
not as noticeably. During the
1990s, the class sizes began to
shrink even more rapidly. With peo-
ple moving further outside of the
city limits, more students and par-
ents left suburban districts, includ-
ing Woodland Hills. But as the
times change, so does the class size.
It seems as though people are within
acycle, and since 2004, the districts
in suburban communities are on the
rise again, but not as substantially
asthe 60 sand 70 s. With a differ-
ence of 373 students, 366 students
are graduating from Woodland Hills
Senior High School in the class of
