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1he Asian Carp have a unique
ligure. I'he two most common species,
the Bighead and Silver, are relatively
easy to identity. Both fish are deep
bodied and have a wide format. The
fish have no scales on their heads, and
have very tiny body scales. Their eyes
are on the lower hemisphere of their
face and are somewhat large. The Asian
Carp can grow up to 4 feet tall and 60
pounds heavy! Usually, they havea
neutral tone to their scales. They are
mostly sandy/rusty colors, such as
brown, tan, white, bronze, silver, grey,
black, and more.
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How do people try to solve this problem?

Many people have
taken action to try and stop
the “Asian Carp Invasion”
from increasing. They take
proper sanitary actions to
clean water and drain it. A lot
of new rules have been set in
place to try and stop it also.
Such as, people aren’t allowed
to move living organisms into
a new environment. So its
illegal to move fish from Asia
and put them in the
Pittsburgh rivers. These are
just a few ways other people
have tried to help the
problem.
